UNDERSTANDING THE PREDISPOSITIONS OF THE HUMAN NATURE (THAT IS, IDENTIFYING
THE ENEMY) WILL HELP THE NEW BELIEVER TO NOT CONTINUE TO DEPEND ON SELF.
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God does not force me, but as I choose to be teachable, He will
use His Word and other means to gradually illuminate areas of
my understanding that He wants to alter. (“Sanctification”)
John 17:17; Romans 12:1-2; Ephesians 4:22-24

Sanctification results in increasingly more spiritual fruit

If the new believer does not understand the unchanged
tendencies of the old nature, he/she will most likely have the
same problem that the Galatians had — trusting in their own
goodness and works, even as believers. (...did you receive
the Spirit by the works of the Law, or by hearing with faith?
Are you so foolish? Having begun by the Spirit, are you now
being perfected by the flesh? Galatians 3:1-3).
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Now the sinful nature is like a “DEPOSED DICTATOR”
(Powerless, yet continually “claiming” to have authority)
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
